The Kuwait Anti-Corruption Authority (Nazaha) believes that measuring and analyzing corruption, as well
as assessing its risks, are indispensable mechanisms for determining the most appropriate and effective means
of preventing and combating corruption. There is no doubt that this approach could not have been realized or
achieved as hoped without acknowledging the necessity of moving beyond the traditional scope of measuring
and analyzing criminal phenomena by utilizing all available technological, digital, and electronic means, within
which data flows seamlessly and is made available. Based on this belief, Nazaha is keen to participate and
continuously keep pace with national, regional and international efforts in various fields in this regard.

In practical recognition of the necessity of measuring corruption, the State of Kuwait hosted last August
the annual event of the Experts Committee on Anti-Corruption for the Gulf Cooperation Council, under the
title: “Mechanisms for Measuring Corruption: International Experiences and National Applications.” This
event, with the participation of our brothers in the Gulf States, concluded with practical recommendations
that focused on the need to develop scientific frameworks and methodologies for measurement that are
comprehensive and transparent in line with international standards.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

The State of Kuwait’'s commitment to enhancing efforts in measuring corruption does not stop at the
regional level; rather, it extends to full openness to all forms and patterns of international and regional
cooperation related to the measurement and analysis of corruption. Kuwait’s dedication in this regard is
evidenced by its clear commitment to participating in the “Global Survey on the Effectiveness of Anti-
Corruption Agencies,” the results and methodologies of which will be reviewed during the sessions of this
conference. From this perspective, we view these survey tools as an essential and indispensable means of
developing and enhancing the role of the authorities concerned with preventing and combating corruption,
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directed towards measuring corruption and then combating it in a legislative, institutional and procedural
manner.

In a related context, the Kuwait Anti-Corruption Authority (Nazaha) is making distinctive efforts aimed at
establishing precise methodologies for measuring corruption, in alighment with Kuwait’s strategy for
promoting integrity and combating corruption, and in accordance with the international obligations set forth
under the provisions of the United Nations Convention against Corruption.

Nazaha has also developed a set of statistical tools and mechanisms, including analysis of international
indicators, surveys and public opinion polls, in addition to analysis of quantitative data resulting from reports,
financial disclosure statements, and evaluative studies of the extent of the relevant authorities' commitment
to implementing relevant laws, such as the Right to Access Information Law.

On the other hand, Nazaha today seeks to develop an integrated operational plan that aims to activate
the statistical framework to be one of the approved sources of measurement. This integrated data constitutes
a system that objectively monitors reality and measures the development of efforts to combat corruption on
a periodic basis.

Distinguished Guests,

In conclusion, | would like to reiterate the State of Kuwait's full support for all international efforts aimed
at establishing scientific and technological standards and real practical mechanisms to measure corruption.

In connection with the above, the State of Kuwait looks forward to the adoption of the draft resolution
submitted by the sisterly Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, entitled " Enhancing data collection to measure corruption
and its effects, and evaluating the effectiveness and integrity of anti-corruption measures", during the work
of the eleventh session of the Conference of States Parties to the United Nations Convention against
Corruption (COSP11).
