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Distinguished participants of the Second Global Conference, Ladies and gentlemen,

Allow me to welcome all of you and to express my appreciation for the opportunity to speak at
this high-level international forum and to present the experience of the Kyrgyz Republic in
combating corruption. This Conference plays an important role in bringing together leading
practitioners and experts to discuss modern approaches to measuring corruption and implementing
data-driven solutions.

The Kyrgyz Republic considers the prevention and countering of corruption as one of its key
national priorities. In 2024, the Government adopted the State Anti-Corruption Strategy for 2025—
2030, which focuses primarily on addressing the root causes of corruption and fostering a
sustainable anti-corruption culture.

A logical continuation of this work was the historic decision to designate the Prosecutor General’s
Office as the authorized state body for corruption prevention, in line with its role as the central
authority under the United Nations Convention against Corruption (UNCAC).

Recently, the President of the Kyrgyz Republic signed a Decree improving the institution of anti-
corruption officers, transferring them under the authority of the Prosecutor General’s Office. This
significantly strengthened coordination and ensured uniformity of anti-corruption policy: today,
every ministry and government agency has a representative of the Prosecutor General’s Office
responsible for preventive measures. All anti-corruption officers report directly to the Prosecutor
General, who determines their legal status, appoints and dismisses them, and defines their core
functions. This reform is aimed at enhancing the effectiveness and professionalism of these
officers and establishing unified standards for corruption prevention across the public sector.

In parallel, legislative modernization is underway. The Parliament is considering a new draft Law
on Combating Corruption, which introduces a modern framework for anti-corruption policy,
including updated approaches to corruption assessment and measurement.

These measures are already yielding concrete results.
In the first nine months of 2025, the State recovered 18.3 billion soms (approximately 206 million
USD), including: — 750 million soms in cash (8.5 million USD), — 17.5 billion soms in assets in
kind (198 million USD).

During the same period, 490 corruption-related criminal cases were initiated.



One of our priorities remains combating money-laundering and recovering stolen assets. In this
area, the Kyrgyz Republic actively cooperates with international partners, utilizing both bilateral
channels and informal anti-corruption networks.

By Presidential instruction, an Inter-Agency Asset Recovery Working Group has been established
to ensure coordinated action among state bodies in investigating financial crimes. Comprehensive
legal and financial analysis of foreign-based assets is being conducted, information is exchanged
with foreign jurisdictions, and joint investigations are initiated.

A specialized Asset Recovery Department has also been established within the Prosecutor
General’s Office, responsible for identifying the origin of assets, tracing their movement, and
initiating procedures for seizure and confiscation. As a result of this strengthened work, in 2025
alone, criminal proceedings have been initiated for money-laundering schemes amounting to over
45 billion soms, equivalent to approximately 505 million USD.

The Kyrgyz Republic places special emphasis on international cooperation, including interaction
with competent authorities of foreign states, collaboration within the GlobE Network, regional
ARIN platforms, and participation in the StAR Initiative implemented by the World Bank and
UNODC.

Distinguished participants,

The Kyrgyz Republic adheres to a systemic approach in combating corruption. We are convinced
that international partnership plays a key role in ensuring effective anti-corruption efforts at the
global level.
This Conference provides a unique opportunity to strengthen professional contacts, expand our
international cooperation network, and draw on the best global practices.

I am confident that the outcomes of this Conference will serve as an important resource for further
improving our national anti-corruption policies and enhancing the effectiveness of international
cooperation.

In conclusion, I would like to express my gratitude to the United Nations Development
Programme, the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime, and the International Anti-Corruption
Academy for organizing this event.
